U IS FOR UNIQUE AND UNICO

Charlie Foley explores the wines of the revered Spanish icon, Vega Sicilia featured here as a most treasured collection.

Time turns differently at Bodegas Vega Sicilia. Patience and reflection are enshrined into every barrel, every vine and every
bottle. The winery takes the Spanish ideology for mafana to heart and wines are allowed time to gently percolate in wood
and to slumber in bottle. The result is wines that are highly sought after by wine lovers the world over. Vega Sicilia is seen
as the First Growth of Spain, with ageing potential akin to Chateau Latour or Chateau Lafite-Rothschild. Collectors fall in
love with the powerful, fulsome wines of the estate and gathering every release or vintage into their cellar can become an
obsession. The Pristine Vega Sicilia Collection, featured here, comes from the cellar of one such collector.

Unico

The flagship wine of the estate, so named because it trailblazed a unique style in the Ribera del Duero. Founder, Don Eloy
Lecanday Chaves, returned to the Spanish region in 1864 from Bordeaux. He brought with him cuttings of Cabernet
Sauvignon and Merlot. He sunk these cuttings deep into the limestone, chalk soils of the Ribera valley. Local winemakers
were shocked, as they focused on the Spanish grape, Tempranillo. The estate has maintained plantings of the Bordeaux
grapes and Unico is a blend of Tempranillo and Cabernet Sauvignon. The Cabernet adding weight, drive and grip to the red
fruit warmth, chalky texture and delicate acid backbone of Tempranillo. Unico rests in French and American oak barrels for
10-15 years. Unico can unfurl and expand in bottle over many decades, thrilling wine lovers upon its eventual awakening
from the bottle. The 1962 vintage is a sensation, scoring 100 points from critics, and capturing the hearts of collectors.
The magnum releases of Unico are the most collectible wines from Spain. Every vintage has a different ‘artist label’ and
only Spanish artists are invited to illustrate a characteristic of the wine through the special labels. For collectors, putting
together a magnum vertical has become as fascinating seeking out Chateau Mouton-Rothschild artist labelled bottles.

Reserva Especial

The estate's passion for unique wines continues with Reserva Especial, which has no vintage. Each release, in their
distinctive opaque bottles, is a blend of three harmonious vintages. This wine reflects the specific terrior of the Ribera del
Duero and also highlights the blending skill of the winemaker. Jestis Anaddn (1956-1966) Mariano Garcia (1966-1996),
Xavier Ausas (1996-2015) and Gonzalo Iturriaga (2015-2022) have all been responsible for releases of Reserva Especial.
They have tasted through barrels of vintage wine, noted characteristics and then married vintages into a beautiful blend.
The finished wine then sees 18 months of new oak and 30 months more in old oak. Finding out which vintages are in
each bottle has historically been difficult, which adds intrigue for serious collectors. The 2010 and 2011 releases, which
represent the 91-94-95 and 91-94-98 vintages are famous, long-lived wines.

Valbuena 5° and 3°

Valbuena 5° is a homage to the terrior of the Ribera del Duero and particularly the town of Valbuena de Duero, where the
Bodega is nestled. Younger vines than Unico feature in this wine, 10-15 years of age is common. Tempranillo leads the
blend, with seasoning from silky, spicy Merlot. Five years (hence the numerical name) in a mixture of new and old oak
finishes the wine. The glorious red hacienda-esque image of the Bodega on the label is very memorable. Excitingly for
collectors, Valbuena 3° is a discontinued wine, which Vega Sicilia produced with 3 years in oak. The cool blue Bodega label
is rarely seen at auction and old vintages from the 70’s and 80's are now very collectible.

Alion

Alion is an expression of the drive, chalky complexity and red fruited definition of Tempranillo. Three plots make up the
wine, the heartlands on the Vega Sicilia estate itself, the clay soils of Padilla de Duero and the chalky soils of Pesquera de
Duero. New oak is important to the style of Alion and until 2014, 100% new oak was common. Since 2014, 80% is more
regular and some American oak and concrete is employed to give tension to hotter vintages. The wines can be viewed as a
younger sibling to the mighty Unico, but the stylistic differences make for wines of singular definition.

Pintia

The Duero wends its way to Portugal through the region of Toro, which is home to Pintia; born in 2001. Most of Vega
Sicilia's vines in Toro are on their own roots, as phylloxera has not invaded much of the sandy soils in this region. Thus many
of the vines are 50 years of age, which gives concentration to the Tempranillo wine. The searing heat of the region also adds
weight, which is the winemakers greatest challenge. Drawing elegance and freshness from the ripe crop is a skill of the
Vega Sicilia team and vintages of this wine are marvellous examples of Tempranillo with full-throated flavour.

Macan and Macan Clasico

A joint project of the famous Spanish and French estates, Vega Sicilia and Benjamin de Rothschild. In the Sonsierra region
of La Rioja, the Tempranillo based wine was conceived in 2009. The two wines follow the Bordeaux release system, Macan
being the Grand Vin and Macan Clasico, the second wine. In regards ageing, 16-18 months of oak are used for the first wine
and 12-14 months for the latter.

These are some of the most intense and age-worthy
wines that are made anywhere in the world, particularly when
offered in magnum, as many of these great vintages.

Another characteristic of this collection that makes it unique is
the comprehensive nature of the offering, outside of Unico, we
are pleased to present a wide range of Reserva Especial releases
reaching back to the 1970s. These multi-vintage blends are, if
anything, the rarest and most singular of all Vega Sicilia’s wines -
offering an compelling picture of this multifarious wine.

The collection also includes vast stacks of Valbuena 5 Ano, and
several vintages of the very rare 3 Ano, and a range of vintages

and formats of other Vega Sicilia wines, including Alion, Pintia

and Macan.

A BEFORE THE SALE

1 DESCRIPTION OF LOTS

(a) Certain words used in the catalogue description have special
meanings. You can find details of these on the page headed
‘Important Notices and Explanation of Cataloguing Practice’ which
forms part of these terms. You can find a key to the Symbols found
next to certain catalogue entries under the section of the catalogue
called ‘Symbols Used in this Catalogue'.

(b) Our description of any lot in the catalogue, any condition report
and any other statement made by us (whether orally or in writing)
about any lot, including about its nature or condition, artist, period,
materials, approximate dimensions or provenance are our opinion
and not to be relied upon as a statement of fact. We do not carry out
in-depth research of the sort carried out by professional historians
and scholars.

2 OURRESPONSIBILITY FOR OUR DESCRIPTION OF LOTS
We do not provide any guarantee in relation to the nature of a lot
apart from our authenticity warranty contained in paragraph E2
and to the extent provided in paragraph | below.

3 CONDITION

(a) The condition of lots sold in our auctions can vary widely due to
factors such as age, previous damage, restoration, repair and wear and
tear. Their nature means that they will rarely be in perfect condition.

Bids must be placed
in the currency of the saleroom. The auctioneer will take reasonable
steps to carry out written bids at the lowest possible price, taking into
account the reserve.

2 RESERVES

Unless otherwise indicated, all lots are subject to a reserve. We
identify lots that are offered without reserve with the symbol «
next to the lot number. The reserve cannot be more than the lot's
low estimate.

3 AUCTIONEER'S DISCRETION

The auctioneer can at his sole option:

(a) refuse any bid;

(b) move the bidding backwards or forwards in any way he or she
may decide, or change the order of the lots;

(c) withdraw any lot;

(d) divide any lot or combine any two or more lots;

(e) reopen or continue the bidding even after the hammer has
fallen; and

(f) in the case of error or dispute related to bidding and whether
during or after the auction, to continue the bidding, determine the
successful bidder, cancel the sale of the lot, or reoffer and resell any
lot. If you believe that the auctioneer has accepted the successful
bid in error, you must provide a written notice detailing your claim
within 3 business days of the date of the auction.

The auctioneer accepts bids from:

(c) written bids (also known as absentee bids or commission bids)
left with us by a bidder before the auction.

5 BIDDING ON BEHALF OF THE SELLER

The auctioneer may, at his or her sole option, bid on behalf of the
seller up to but not including the amount of the reserve either by
making consecutive bids or by making bids in response to other
bidders. The auctioneer will not identify these as bids made on
behalf of the seller and will not make any bid on behalf of the
seller at or above the reserve. If lots are offered without reserve,
the auctioneer will generally decide to open the bidding at 50%
of the low estimate for the lot.

8 SUCCESSFUL BIDS

Unless the auctioneer decides to use his or her discretion as set out
in paragraph C3 above, when the auctioneer’'s hammer strikes, we
have accepted the last bid. This means a contract for sale has been
formed between the seller and the successful bidder. We will issue
an invoice only to the registered bidder who made the successful bid.
While we send out invoices by post and/or email after the auction,
we do not accept responsibility for telling you whether or not your
bid was successful. If you have bid by written bid, you should contact
us by telephone or in person as soon as possible after the auction
to get details of the outcome of your bid to avoid having to pay
unnecessary storage charges.

9 LOCAL BIDDING LAWS
You agree that when bidding in any of our sales that you will strictly
comply with all local laws and regulations in force at the time of the
sale for the relevant sale site.

D THE BUYER'S PREMIUM AND TAXES

1 THE BUYER’'S PREMIUM

In addition to the hammer price, the successful bidder agrees to
pay us a buyer's premium on the hammer price of each lot sold. On
all lots we charge 26% of the hammer price up to and including
£700,000, 20% on that part of the hammer price over £700,000
and up to and including £4,500,000, and 14.5% of that part of the
hammer price above £4,500,000.

Exception: the buyer's premium for Wine, Spirits and Cigars is 25%
of the hammer price. For all lots VAT is payable on the premium
at the applicable rate. VAT will be added to the buyer's premium
and is payable by you. The VAT may not be shown separately on
our invoice because of tax laws. You may be eligible to have a VAT
refund in certain circumstances if the lot is exported. Please see the
“VAT refunds: what can | reclaim?” section of 'VAT Symbols and
Explanation’ for further information.

2 TAXES

The successful bidder is responsible for all applicable tax including
any VAT, sales or compensating use tax or equivalent tax wherever
such taxes may arise on the hammer price and the buyer’s premium.
VAT charges and refunds depend on the particular circumstances of
the buyer. It is the buyer’s responsibility to ascertain and pay all taxes
due. VAT is payable on the buyer’s premium and, for some lots, VAT is
payable on the hammer price. Following the departure of the UK from
the EU (Brexit), UK VAT and Customs rules will apply only.

For lots Christie’s ships to the United States, sales or use tax may
be due on the hammer price, buyer’s premium and/or any other
charges related to the lot, regardless of the nationality or citizenship
of the purchaser.

3 WINES OFFERED IN BOND (* SYMBOL)

These lots are in bond. You can choose to take these lots in bond
or duty paid.

If you choose to buy the lots in bond no excise duty or clearance
VAT will be charged on the hammer price, but VAT will be charged
on the buyer's premium. You will be responsible for arranging
collection by a shipper with a bond movement guarantee or by a
warehouse with a customs bond/suspense regime and for any
fees charged by the shipper or warehouse. Please note that if you
take your purchases out of bond at a future date excise duty and
clearance charges will become payable.

E WARRANTIES

1 SELLER’S WARRANTIES

For each lot, the seller gives a warranty that the seller:

(a) is the owner of the lot or a joint owner of the lot acting with the
permission of the other co-owners or, if the seller is not the owner or
a joint owner of the lot, has the permission of the owner to sell the
lot, or the right to do so in law; and

(b) has the right to transfer ownership of the lot to the buyer
without any restrictions or claims by anyone else.

2 AUTHENTICITY WARRANTY IN RELATION TO

WINES AND SPIRITS

(a) Subject to the obligations accepted by Christie’s under this
authenticity warranty, none of the seller, Christie's, its employees or
agents is responsible for the correctness of any statement as to the
authorship, origin, date, age, attribution, genuineness or provenance
of any lot, for any other error of description or for any fault or defect
in any lot. Further, no warranty whatsoever is given by the seller,
Christie's, its employees or agents in respect of any lot and any
express or implied condition or warranty is hereby excluded:

(b) if (1) within twenty-one days of the date of the auction, Christie’s
has received notice in writing from the buyer of any lot that in his
view the lot was at the date of the auction short or ullaged or that
any statement of opinion in the catalogue was not well founded,
(2) within fourteen days of such notice, Christie’s has the lots in its
possession in the same condition as at the date of the auction and (3)
within a reasonable time thereafter, the buyer satisfies Christie’s that
the lot was notified in writing by the buyer (as above) and that the buyer
is able to transfer a good and marketable title to the lot free from any
lien or encumbrance, Christie’s will set aside the sale and refund the
buyer any amount paid by the buyer in respect of the lot provided that
the buyer shall have no rights under this condition if :

(i) the defect is mentioned in the catalogue, or

(ii) the catalogue description as at the date of the auction was in
accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars
or experts fairly indicated there to be a conflict of such opinion, or
(iii) it can be established that the lot was notified in writing by the

3 YOUR WARRANTIES

(a) You warrant that the funds used for settlement are not connected
with any criminal activity, including tax evasion, and you are neither
under investigation, nor have you been charged with or convicted of
money laundering, terrorist activities or other crimes.

(b) where you are bidding as agent on behalf of any ultimate buyer(s)
who will put you in funds before you pay Christie’s for the lot(s), you
warrant that:

(i) you have conducted appropriate customer due diligence on the
ultimate buyer(s) and have complied with all applicable anti-money
laundering, counter terrorist financing and sanctions laws;

(i) you will disclose to us the identity of the ultimate buyer(s) (including
any officers and beneficial owner(s) of the ultimate buyer(s) and any
persons acting on its behalf) and on our request, provide documents
to verify their identity;

(iii) the arrangements between you and the ultimate buyer(s) in
relation to the lot or otherwise do not, in whole or in part, facilitate
tax crimes;

(iv) you do not know, and have no reason to suspect that the ultimate
buyer(s) (or its officers, beneficial owners or any persons acting on its
behalf) are on a sanctions list, are under investigation for, charged
with or convicted of money laundering, terrorist activities or other
crimes, or that the funds used for settlement are connected with the
proceeds of any criminal activity, including tax evasion; and

(v) where you are a regulated person who is supervised for anti-money
laundering purposes under the laws of the EEA or another jurisdiction
with requirements equivalent to the EU 4th Money Laundering
Directive, and we do not request documents to verify the ultimate
buyer's identity at the time of registration, you consent to us relying
on your due diligence on the ultimate buyer, and will retain their
identification and verification documents for a period of not less
than 5 years from the date of the transaction. You will make such
documentation available for immediate inspection on our request.

F  PAYMENT

1 HOWTO PAY

(a) Immediately following the auction, you must pay the purchase
price being:

(i) the hammer price; and

(i) the buyer's premium; and

(iii) any duties, goods, sales, use, compensating or service tax or VAT

Please note that the purchase price is exclusive of, and the buyer
shall be responsible for

(A) any charge for storage from the date of the auction;

(B) any charge for subsequent packing or carriage; and

(C) if you choose to take wines offered in bond duty paid, applicable
excise duty and clearance VAT. Payment is due no later than by
the end of the 7th calendar day following the date of the auction
(the "due date”).

If you pay for your purchase using a credit card issued outside the
region of the sale, depending on the type of credit card and account
you hold, the payment may incur a cross-border transaction fee. If
you think this may apply to, you, please check with your credit card
issuer before making the payment.

Please note that for sales that permit online payment, certain
transactions will be ineligible for credit card payment.

2. TRANSFERRING OWNERSHIP TO YOU

You will not own the lot and ownership of the lot will not pass to you
until we have received full and clear payment of the purchase price,
even in circumstances where we have released the lot to the buyer.

3 TRANSFERRING RISK TO YOU

The risk in and responsibility for the lot will transfer to you from
whichever is the earlier of the following:

(a) When you collect the lot; or

(b) At the end of the 30th day following the date of the auction,
unless we have agreed otherwise with you in writing.

4 WHAT HAPPENS IF YOU DO NOT PAY

(a) If you fail to pay us the purchase price in full by the due date,
we will be entitled to do one or more of the following (as well as
enforce our rights under paragraph F5 and any other rights or
remedies we have by law):

(i) to charge interest from the due date at a rate of 5% a year
above the UK Lloyds Bank base rate from time to time on the unpaid
amount due;

(vi) we can, at our option, reveal your identity and contact details to
the seller;

(vii) we can reject at any future auction any bids made by or on
behalf of the buyer or to obtain a deposit from the buyer before
accepting any bids;

(viii) to exercise all the rights and remedies of a person holding
security over any property in our possession owned by you, whether
by way of pledge, security interest or in any other way as permitted
by the law of the place where such property is located. You will be
deemed to have granted such security to us and we may retain such
property as collateral security for your obligations to us; and

(ix) we can take any other action we see necessary or appropriate.
(b) If you owe money to us or to another Christie’s Group company,
we can use any amount you do pay, including any deposit or other
part-payment you have made to us, or which we owe you, to pay off
any amount you owe to us or another Christie’s Group company for
any transaction.

(c) If you make payment in full after the due date, and we choose
to accept such payment we may charge you storage and transport
costs from the date that is 30 calendar days following the auction
in accordance with paragraphs Gd(i) and (ii). In such circumstances
paragraph Gd(iv) shall apply.

5 KEEPING YOUR PROPERTY

On occasion, Christie’s has a direct financial interest in the
outcome of the sale of certain lots consigned for sale. This will
usually be where it has guaranteed to the Seller that whatever
the outcome of the auction, the Seller will receive a minimum
sale price for the work. This is known as a minimum price
guarantee. Where Christie’s holds such financial interest we
identify such lots with the symbol © next to the lot number.

%¢  Third Party Guarantees/Irrevocable bids

Where Christie's has provided a Minimum Price Guarantee it
is at risk of making a loss, which can be significant, if the lot
fails to sell.

Because of the slope of shoulder it is
impractical to describe levels as mid-shoulder,
etc. Wherever appropriate the level between
cork and wine will be measured and catalogued
in centimetres.

The condition and drinkability of burgundy is
less affected by ullage than its equivalent from
Bordeaux. For example, a 5 to 7 cm. ullage in
a 30-year-old burgundy can be considered
normal, indeed good for age, 3.5 to 4 cm.
