Vickie Sek, Director of the Jewellery and Jadeite Department, Christie’s Asia
continued, “As auction leaders in Asia, we hold many records in the jewellery field, but never before
were we able to offer such an important stone in Hong Kong. Its appearance on the market has

already created a sensation."

This exceedingly rare diamond was cut from a daunting 460 carat rough to its present
101.27 carats. Its unusual modified shield shape flaunts 92 brilliant facets. It is accompanied
by a Report from the Gemological Institute of America (GIA) certifying that it is F colour
together with the highest standard for polish and symmetry, both rated Excellent, a
testament to the skill of its cutters. Due to surface graining (a natural growth inclusion)
that is imperceptible to the human eye, this exceptional Internally Flawless diamond i1s

rated VVS1 (very very slightly imperfect 1st degree) for clarity.
