Among the more traditional collecting categories, the Italian painters performed well, as did the very popular artists, Corot and
Bouguereau. It was gratifying to see Alfred Von Wierusz-Kowalski’s The Wedding Caravan and Félix Ziem’s Le port de Marseille realize
prices that doubled their pre-sale estimates. Property from the LA Turf Club, Inc. also did extremely well, especially The Derby Reale

by Giuseppe Gabani which realized $205,000.
