Interiors Sale Summary – May 2008 

 
Style and Spirit and Oak Editions at Christie’s South Kensington this May totaled £2,178,850 (Style and Spirit:  
£1,570,875 / Oak Editions:  £607,975).   
 
STYLE AND SPIRIT saw overall solid performances in all categories, with exceptional results for Silver and 
Clocks which both sold well over 90% by lot.  The style of the catalogue is proving to be very well-liked by both 
vendors and buyers and we are seeing more people actively wanting to consign to this sale format.  Buyers from 
some 26 countries participated, but the overall results saw nearly 80% of the lots in the sale find new homes with 
European buyers. 
 
OAK EDITIONS saw a good performance for the first sale of its kind within the new Interiors model.  The 
pictures from the studio of Anne E. Christopherson sold well, and added a welcome extra dimension to the sale.  
Textiles and tapestries were also well received and the sale was dominated by clients from the UK, who made up 
70% of the buyers.
