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COMMENT: “The sale capped off what has been the third most successful year ever for Christie’s
Australia with a turnover in excess of 823 million in paintings sales. The only two years with superior
results were 2000, which included the 316 million Mertz Collection, and 1999, which benefited from a
single $2 million painting. This sale exhibited continuing strength in the top end of the market in particular.
With five works over $100,000, we saw a new Tim Maguire World auction record of $333,900 and two
Fred Williams’ sell for outstanding prices.” said Jon Dwyer, Director of Paintings.
